There are more insects on the earth than all other kinds of animals. Insects live
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everywhere — in the garden, in the pond, in the forests, and even in deserts. Some insects live in
the oceans or in very cold places, such as Antarc-tica.

Let us go to the garden. In the daytime you can see bees, bumblebees, beetles, butterflies,
dragonflies, wasps and some others. In the nightime there come mos-quitoes, some beetles and
night butterflies. Insects are always busy. They try to fing food — plants, other insects or nectar
from flowers.

Bees collect nectar to take back to their hive for food. They visit more than two thousand
flowers each day. Bees make honey and they can sting.

Butterflies are beautiful, brightly coloured insects. Some butterflies live for a year, others
live only for a week. Butterflies don’t usually fly at night.

Ladybirds are a type of beetle. Their bright colours tell other animals that they don’t taste
very good. Ladybirds are useful because they eat harmful insects.

Dragonflies are very big. Their wings can be 19 cm wide. They are the fastest in-sects
and they can fly up to 97 km an hour.

Musical performances, dancers, clowns and giant character balloons appear in the
parade. This parade includes more than 3.5 million spectators and 10,000 participants. It is one
of the largest parades in New York. Santa Clause arrives at the end. His coming marks the
beginning of the Christmas season.

Thanksgiving is a special day that asks people to help those who are in need. Charitable
organizations serve dinners to needy people, visit nursing-homes and local children’s hospitals.

She had left the tribe of Jellicle Cats to experience the outside world,
remembers the hard times she had, the past forever lost and her desire to return to the tribe.

«Cats» won seven Tony Awards, including the Best Musical. «Memory» has become a
classic song and has been recorded more than six hundred times!

The City

The City occupies a site which was Norman London. It is a very small part of London
(only one square mile). About ten thousand people live in the City but about 500,000 of them
work there.

The City can still show the remains of its defensive wall and some other signs of the
Roman time. In other parts of the City almost every stone, every wall, every house is Saxon or
Norman or connected with some famous man, book or historical event.

The City of London was described by a Roman historian as a “busy emporium for trade
and traders” and this description could have been applied to it at any time since then. The City
still remains one of the most important commercial centres in the world.

All the principal streets lead to the heart of the City, which is represented by three
buildings: the Mansion House, the Royal Exchange, the Bank of England.
