There are more insects on the earth than all other kinds of animals. Insects live
everywhere — in the garden, in the pond, in the forests, and even in deserts.

«Cats» won seven Tony Awards, including the Best Musical. «Memory» has become a
classic song and has been recorded more than six hundred times!

About ten thousand people live in the City but about 500,000 of them
work there.
The City can still show the remains of its defensive wall and some other signs of the
