Fewer and fewer people are buying broadsheets and tabloids at the newsagent’s. In the last quarter
of the twentieth century people became richer and now they can choose other forms of leisure
activity. Also, there is the Internet which is a convenient and inexpensive alternative source of
news.

B. The ‘Sunday papers’ are so called because that is the only day on which they are
published. Sunday papers are usually thicker than the dailies and many of them have six or more
sections. Some of them are ‘sisters’ of the daily newspapers. It means they are published by the
same company but not on week days.

C. Another proof of the importance of ‘the papers’ is the morning ‘paper round’. Most
newsagents organise these. It has become common that more than half of the country’s readers get
their morning paper brought to their door by a teenager. The boy or girl usually gets up at around
5:30 a.m. every day including Sunday to earn a bit of pocket money.
